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1. INVITATION FOR BIDS  
 

 

July 13, 2010 

 

1. The Millennium Challenge Corporation (the ñMCCò) and the Government of Georgia 
(the ñGovernmentò) have entered into a Compact for Millennium Challenge Account  

assistance to help facilitate poverty reduction through economic growth in Georgia (the 

ñCompactò) in the amount of USD295,300,000 (the ñMCC Fundingò).  An amendment to 

the Compact was signed on November 20, 2008 on provision of additional $100 million 

assistance. The Government intends to apply a portion of the proceeds of the MCC 

Funding to eligible payments under the contract for the supply of pipes, contract No: 

CB/G/04. 

 

2. In this procurement proceeding, the Government is represented by Millennium Challenge 

Georgia Fund (the ñMCGò). MCG now invites sealed bids from eligible and qualified 

Bidders for Procurement of Pipes and Equipment. Bidders should submit bids, according to 

the instructions set out in the Instructions to Bidders. Delivery period is within 120 days.   

 

3. Bidding will be conducted through the Competitive Bidding (the ñCBò) procedures as 
specified in these Bidding Documents and in compliance with Procurement Guidelines 

governing the Compact procurements.  The Procurement Guidelines are available at MCG 

website: www.mcg.ge. Although similar to procedures used for procurements financed by 

The World Bank, there are significant differences and firms are advised to review the 

Bidding Documents carefully. 

 

4. Bidders must prove that they meet at least one of the following criteria to bid:  

(a) are manufacturers of pipes and/or valves; 

(b) are in the business of oil and gas services and supplies;  

(c) have performed at five (5) similar contracts in the last five (5) years; 

(d) have in stock, unused and properly stored pipes and/or valves, with manufacturerôs 

certificate, if available. 

Additional details are provided in the Bidding Documents.  

 

5. A complete set of Bidding Documents in the English language may be downloaded by 

interested Bidders from MCGôs web site òActive Procurementò link. After downloading 

the Bidding Documents and the Registration Form, please register your firm as Bidder by 

filling in the Registration Form and sending it to g.tvalavadze@mcg.ge in PDF format.

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 A. General 

 

1. Scope of 

Bid 

1.1. The Purchaser, The Millennium Challenge Georgia Fund (herein 

after the ñMCGò), issues these Bidding Documents for the 

supply of Goods and Related Services incidental thereto as 

specified in Section III, Schedule of Requirements. The 

resulting contract of the Competitive Bidding (CB) procurement 

is CB/G/04 ñProcurement of Pipes and Equipmentò.  

The Bidders must quote for all the requested items within this 

IFB, Section III, Schedule of Requirements and in the total 

required quantity of each item. Otherwise, their bids will be 

treated as non-responsive. 

 1.2. Throughout these Bidding Documents: 

 (a) the term ñin writingò means communicated in written form 
(e.g., by mail, e-mail, fax); 

 (b) if the context so requires, ñsingularò means ñpluralò and vice 
versa; and 

 (c) ñdayò means calendar day. 

 

2. Source of 

Funds 

2.1. The Millennium Challenge Corporation (US Government 

Corporation, the ñMCCò) and the Government of Georgia (the 

ñGovernmentò) have entered into a Millennium Challenge 

Compact for Millennium Challenge Account assistance to help 

facilitate poverty reduction through economic growth in Georgia 

(the ñCompactò) in the amount up to USD 295,300,000 (ñthe MCC 

Fundingò).  An amendment to the Compact was signed on 

November 20, 2008 on provision of additional $100 million 

assistance. The Government intends to apply a portion of the 

proceeds of the MCC Funding to eligible payments under the 

contract specified in sub-clause 1.1 of these Instructions to Bidders 

(the ñITBò). 

 

 2.2. Payment by MCC will be made only at the request of MCG and 

upon approval by MCC, and will be subject, in all respects, to the 

terms and conditions, including restrictions on the use of MCC 

Funding, of the Compact.  No party other than the Government and 

MCG shall derive any rights from the Compact or have any claim 

to any proceeds of the MCC Funding. The Compact prohibits a 

withdrawal from the Grant account for the purpose of any payment 

to any person or entity that has been blacklisted from participation 

in procurements funded with The World Bank assistance or 

debarred or suspended from participation in procurements funded 

by the US Federal Government or otherwise prohibited by 
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applicable United States law or Executive Order or United States 

policies including under any then-existing anti-terrorist policies. 

Without limiting the foregoing, this would remove from eligibility 

any procurement from a country or from a firm that is organized in 

or has its principal place of business or a significant portion of its 

operations in any country that is subject to sanction or restriction 

by United States law or policy.  As of the date hereof, this list 

includes Cuba, Iran, Sudan and Syria. 

 

3. Fraud and 

Corruption  

3.1   MCC requires that all beneficiaries of MCC funding, including the 

Employer, any bidders, suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, 

and consultants under any MCC-funded contracts, observe the 

highest standards of ethics during the procurement and execution 

of such contracts.  In pursuance of this policy, the following 

provisions shall apply. 

 (a)   For the purposes of these provisions, the terms set forth    

below are defined as follows: 

 (i)   ñcoercive practiceò means impairing or harming or 

threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, 

persons or their property, to influence their 

participation in a procurement process, or affect the 

execution of a contract;

and open competition;  

 (iii)  ñcorrupt practiceò means the offering, giving, receiving, 

or soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to 

influence the actions of a public official (including 

Employer and MCC staff and employees of other 

organizations taking or reviewing selection decisions) 

in the selection process or in contract execution or the 

making of any payment to any third party, in 

connection with or in furtherance of a contract, in 

violation of (A) the United States Foreign Corrupt 

Practices Act of 1977, as amended (15 USC 78a et 

seq.) (ñFCPAò), or any other actions taken that 

otherwise would be in violation of the FCPA if the 

FCPA were applicable, or (B) any applicable law in the 

Country;  
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 (iv)  ñfraudulent practiceò means any act or omission, 

including any misrepresentation, in order to influence 

(or attempt to influence) a selection process or the 

execution of a contract to obtain a financial or other 

benefit or to avoid (or attempt to avoid) an obligation; 

  

 (v)  ñobstructive practiceò means: 

 (aa) destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing evidence material to 

the investigation or making false statements to investigators in order to 

impede an investigation into allegations of a coercive, collusive, 

corrupt, fraudulent, or prohibited practice; and threatening, harassing, 

or intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of 

matters relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation, 

and  

 (bb) acts intended to impede the exercise of the inspection and audit 

rights of MCC provided under the Compact and related agreements; 

and  

 (vi) ñprohibited practiceò means any action that violates Section E 

(Compliance with Anti-Corruption, Anti-Money Laundering and 

Terrorist Financing Statutes and Other Restrictions) of Annex A 

(Additional Provisionsò) attached to the Conditions of Particular 

Application of the Contract. 

 (b) The Employer will reject a Bid if it determines that the Bidder 

recommended for award has, directly or through an agent, engaged in 

coercive, collusive, corrupt, fraudulent, obstructive or prohibited 

practices in competing for the Contract. 

4. Eligible 

Bidders 

4.1. A Bidder, and all parties constituting the Bidder, may have the 

nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions specified in 

ITB 2.2.  A Bidder shall be deemed to have the nationality of a 

country if the Bidder is a citizen or is constituted, incorporated, 

or registered and operates in conformity with the provisions of 

the laws of that country.  This criterion shall also apply to the 

determination of the nationality of proposed subcontractors or 

suppliers for any part of the contract including Related Services. 

 

 4.2. A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest.  All Bidders found 

to have conflict of interest shall be disqualified.  Bidders may be 

considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties 

in this bidding process, if they: 

 (a) are or have been associated in the past, with a firm or any of 

its affiliates which have been engaged by MCG to provide 

consulting services for the preparation of the design, 
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specifications, and other documents to be used for the 

procurement of the goods to be purchased under these 

Bidding Documents; or 

 (b) submit more than one Bid in this bidding process, except for 

Alternative Bids permitted under ITB 13.  However, this 

does not limit the participation of subcontractors in more 

than one Bid. 

 

 4.3. A Bidders and Suppliers (including their associates, if any, 

Subcontractors, and any of their respective personnel and affiliates) 

shall not be any person or entity under a declaration of ineligibility 

for Fraud and Corruption in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 3.1 

above or that has been declared ineligible for participation in a 

procurement in accordance with the procedures set out in Part 10 of 

the MCC Program Procurement Guidelines (Eligibility Verification 

Procedures)  that can be found on MCCôs website at 

www.mcc.gov.  This would also remove from eligibility for 

participation in a procurement any firm that is organized in or has 

its principal place of business or a significant portion of its 

operations in any country that is subject to sanction or restriction 

by law or policy of the United States.  The countries, firms, 

organizations and individuals subject to these sanctions and 

restrictions are subject to change from time to time and it is 

necessary to refer to the websites identified in Part 10 of the MCC 

Program Procurement Guidelines for the most current listing of 

sanctioned and restricted countries. 

 

 4.4. Government-owned enterprises in Georgia shall be eligible only 

if they can establish that they (i) are legally and financially 

autonomous and (ii) operate under commercial law. 

 

 4.5. Bidders shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility 

satisfactory to MCG, as MCG shall reasonably request. 

 

5. Eligibl e Goods 

and Related 

Services 

5.1. All the Goods and Related Services to be supplied under the 

contract and financed by MCC may have their origin in any 

country in accordance with ITB 2.2. 

 

 5.2. For purposes of this clause, the term ñGoodsò includes 

commodities, raw material, machinery, equipment, and 

industrial plants; and ñRelated Servicesò includes services such 

as insurance, installation, training, and initial maintenance. 

 

 5.3. The term ñoriginò means the country where the Goods have 
been mined, grown, cultivated, produced, manufactured or 
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processed; or, through manufacture, processing, or assembly, 

another commercially recognized article results that differs 

substantially in its basic characteristics from its components.

Goods and Related Services, the Delivery and Completion 

Schedules, and the Technical Specifications that describe the 

Goods and Related Services to be procured. 

 

 Section IV. Contract ï includes the Form of Agreement, the 

General and Special Conditions of Contract, the General 

Provisions of Compact, and Health and Safety Procedures.  

  

6.2. The Invitation for Bids issued by MCG is not part of the 

Bidding Documents. 

 

 6.3. MCG is not responsible for the completeness of the Bidding 

Documents and their Addendum, if they were not obtained 

directly from MCG. 

 

 6.4. The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, 

and specifications in the Bidding Documents.  Failure to furnish 

all information or documentation required by the Bidding 

Documents may result in the rejection of the Bid.

17.1. To establish the conformity of the Goods and Related Services 

to the Bidding Documents, the Bidder shall furnish as part of its 

Bid the documentary evidence that the Goods conform to the 

technical specifications and standards specified in Section III, 

Schedule of Requirements. 

 

 17.2. The documentary evidence may be in the form of literature, 

drawings or data, and shall consist of a detailed item by item 

description of the essential technical and performance 
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characteristics of the Goods and Related Services, 

demonstrating substantial responsiveness of the Goods and 

Related Services to the technical specification, and if applicable, 

a statement of deviations and exceptions to the provisions of 

Section III, Schedule of Requirements. 

 

 17.3. The Bidder shall also furnish a list giving full particulars, 

including available sources and current prices of spare parts, 

special tools, etc., necessary for the proper and continuing 

functioning of the Goods following commencement of the use of 

the Goods by MCG. 

 

 17.4. Standards for workmanship, process, material, and equipment, 

as well as references to brand names or catalogue numbers 

specified by MCG in Section III, Schedule of Requirements, are 

intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive.  The Bidder

(d) be payable promptly upon written demand by MCG in case 

the conditions listed in ITB Clause 20.5 are invoked; 

(e) be submitted in its original form; copies will not be 

accepted; and 

(f) remain valid for a period of 28 days beyond the  validity 
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period of the bids, as extended, if applicable, in accordance 

with ITB Clause 19.1.   

20.3 If a Bid Security is required in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 

20.1, any bid not accompanied by a substantially responsive 

Bid Security in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 20.1, shall be 

rejected by MCG as non-responsive. 

20.4 The Bid Security of unsuccessful Bidders shall be returned as 

promptly as possible upon the successful Bidderôs furnishing of 

the Performance Security pursuant to ITB Clause 42. 

20.5 The Bid Security may be forfeited:

4. Interpretation  4.1. If the context so requires it, singular means plural and vice versa. 

 

 4.2. Incoterms 

 (a) Unless inconsistent with any provision of the Contract, the 

meaning of any trade term and the rights and obligations of 

parties there under shall be as prescribed by Incoterms. 

 (b) The terms EXW, CIP, FCA, CFR and other similar terms, 

when used, shall be governed by the rules prescribed in the 

current edition of Incoterms specified in the SCC and 

published by the International Chamber of Commerce in 

Paris, France. 

 

 4.3. Entire Agreement 

 This Agreement, including all Attachments, and all certificates, 

documents or agreements executed and delivered in connection 

with and in furtherance of this Agreement, when executed and 

delivered, shall constitute the entire agreement of the parties with 

respect to the subject matter hereof, superseding and extinguishing 

all prior agreements, understandings and representations and 

warranties relating to the subject matter hereof. 

 

 4.4. Amendment 

 No amendment or other variation of the Contract shall be valid 

unless it is in writing, is dated, expressly refers to the Contract, 

and is signed by a duly authorized representative of each party 

thereto. 

 

 4.5. Nonwaiver 

 (a) Subject to GCC 4.5(b) below, no relaxation, forbearance, 

delay, or indulgence by either party in enforcing any of the 

terms and conditions of the Contract or the granting of time 

by either party to the other shall prejudice, affect, or restrict 

the rights of that party under the Contract, neither shall any 

waiver by either party of any breach of Contract operate as 

waiver of any subsequent or continuing breach of Contract. 

 (b) Any waiver of a partyôs rights, powers, or remedies under 
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the Contract must be in writing, dated, and signed by an 

authorized representative of the party granting such waiver, 

and must specify the right and the extent to which it is being 

waived. 

 

 4.6. Severability 

 If any provision or condition of the Contract is prohibited or 

rendered invalid or unenforceable, such prohibition, invalidity 

or unenforceability shall not affect the validity or enforceability 

of any other provisions and conditions of the Contract. 

 

5. Language 5.1. The Contract as well as all correspondence and documents 

relating to the Contract exchanged by the Supplier and the 

Purchaser, shall be written in the language specified in the 

SCC.  Supporting documents and printed literature that are part 

of the Contract may be in another language provided they are 

accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages 

in the language specified, in which case, for purposes of 

interpretation of the Contract, this translation shall govern. 

 

 5.2. The Supplier shall bear all costs of translation to the governing 

language and all risks of the accuracy of such translation, for 

documents provided by the Supplier. 

 

6. Joint Venture, 

Consortium or 

Association 

6.1. If the Supplier is a joint venture, consortium, or association, all of 

the parties shall be jointly and severally liable to the Purchaser for 

the fulfillment of the provisions of the Contract and shall designate 

one party to act as a leader with authority to bind the joint venture, 

consortium, or association. The composition or the constitution of 

the joint venture, consortium, or association shall not be altered 

without the prior consent of the Purchaser. 

 

7. Eligibility  7.1. The Supplier and its Subcontractors shall have the nationality 

of an Eligible Country.  A Supplier or Subcontractor shall be 

deemed to have the nationality of a country if it is a citizen or 

constituted, incorporated, or registered, and operates in 

conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country. 

 The Supplier and its Subcontractors shall not be nationals of any 

country that is subject to sanction or restriction by United States 

law or policy.  As of the date hereof, this list includes Cuba, Iran, 

Sudan, and Syria. 

 

 7.2. All Goods and Related Services to be supplied under the 

Contract and financed by MCC shall have their origin in 
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Eligible Countries. For the purpose of this clause, origin means 

the country where the Goods have been grown, mined, 

cultivated, produced, manufactured, or processed; or through 

manufacture, processing, or assembly, another commercially 

recognized article results that differs substantially in its basic 

characteristics from its components. 

 Goods and Related Services may originate from any country 

except if: 

 (a) as a matter of law or official regulation, Georgia, or the 

United States of America prohibits commercial relations 

with that country; or 

 (b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United 

Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the 

Charter of the United Nations, Georgia, or the United States 

of America, which prohibits any imports of goods from that 

country or any payments to persons or entities in that 

country. 

 

8. Use of Funds 8.1. The provisions included in Appendix A, General Provisions of 

Compact with respect to the use of MCC funds shall apply to this 

Contract.  

 

 8.2. The Supplier shall comply with MCC Environmental Guidelines.

9. Notices 9.1. Any notice given by one party to the other pursuant to the 

Contract shall be in writing to the address specified in the SCC.  

The term ñin writingò means communicated in written form 

with proof of receipt. 

 

 9.2. A notice shall be effective when delivered or on the noticeôs 

effective date, whichever is later. 

 

10. Governing 

Law 

10.1. The Contract shall be governed by and interpreted in 

accordance with Applicable Law. 

 

11. Settlement 

of Disputes 

11.1. The Purchaser and the Supplier shall make every effort to 

resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any 

disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in 

connection with the Contract. 

 

 11.2. If, after fourteen (14) days, the parties have failed to resolve 

their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then

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either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other 

party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter 

provided, as to the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in 

respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is 

given. Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of 

intention to commence arbitration has been given in accordance 

with this clause shall be finally settled by arbitration.  

Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the 

Goods under the Contract. Arbitration proceedings shall be 

conducted in accordance with the rules of procedure specified 

in the SCC. 

 

 11.3. Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein, 

 (a) the parties shall continue to perform their respective 

obligations under the Contract unless they otherwise agree; 

and 

 (b) the Purchaser shall pay the Supplier any monies due to the 

Supplier. 

 

12. Scope of 

Supply 

12.1. The Goods and Related Services to be supplied shall be as 

specified in the Schedule of Requirements. 

 

13. Delivery and 

Documents 

13.1. Subject to GCC 32.1, the Delivery of the Goods and Completion 

of the Related Services shall be in accordance with the Delivery 

and Completion Dates specified in the Schedule of Requirements.  

The details of shipping and other documents to be furnished by the 

Supplier are specified in the SCC. 

 

14. Supplierôs 
Responsibilities 

14.1. The Supplier shall supply all the Goods and Related Services 

included in the Scope of Supply in accordance with the 

Delivery and Completion Dates specified in the Schedule of 

Requirements, as per GCC 12. 

 

15. Contract 

Price 

15.1. Prices charged by the Supplier for the Goods supplied and the 

Related Services performed under the Contract shall not vary 

from the prices quoted by the Supplier in its bid. 

 

16. Terms of 

Payment 

16.1. The Contract Price, including any advance payments, if 

applicable, shall be paid as specified in the SCC. 

 

 16.2. The Supplierôs request for payment shall be made to the 
Purchaser in writing, accompanied by invoices describing, as 

appropriate, the Goods delivered and Related Services 

performed, and by the documents submitted pursuant to GCC 
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13 and upon fulfillment of all other obligations stipulated in the 

Contract. 

 

 16.3. Payments shall be made promptly by the Purchaser, but in no 

case later than thirty (30) days after submission of an invoice or 

request for payment by the Supplier, and after the Purchaser has 

accepted it. 

 

 

 16.4. The currency in which payments shall be made to the Supplier 

under this Contract is specified in the SCC. 

 

 16.5. In the event that the Purchaser fails to pay the Supplier any 

payment by its due date, the Purchaser shall pay to the Supplier 

interest on the amount of such delayed payment at the rate 

shown in the SCC, for the period of delay until payment has 

been made in full, whether before or after judgment or arbitrage 

award. 

 

17. Taxes and 

Duties 

17.1. Subject to certain exclusions, the Supplier, the Sub-Contractors, 

and their personnel may be exempt from taxation as specified in 

the SCC. 

 

18. Performance 

Security 

18.1 If required as specified in the SCC, the Supplier shall, within 

twenty-one (21) days of the notification of contract award, 

provide a performance security for the performance of the 

Contract in the amount specified in the SCC. 

18.2 The proceeds of the Performance Security shall be payable to 

MCG as compensation for any loss resulting from the 

Supplierôs failure to complete its obligations under the 

Contract. 

18.3 The Performance Security shall be in US Dollar; and shall be 

provided in the format stipulated by the MCG in Section IV. 

18.4 The Performance Security shall be discharged by the MCG and 

returned to the Supplier not later than twenty-eight (28) days 

following the date of Completion of the Supplierôs 

performance obligations under the Contract, including any 

warranty obligations, unless specified otherwise in the SCC. 

 

19. Copyright  19.1. The copyright in all drawings, documents, and other materials 

containing data and information furnished to the Purchaser by 

the Supplier herein shall remain vested in the Supplier, or, if 

they are furnished to the Purchaser directly or through the 
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Supplier by any third party, including suppliers of materials, the 

copyright in such materials shall remain vested in such third 

party. 

 

20. Confidential 

Information  

20.1. The Purchaser and the Supplier shall keep confidential and shall 

not, without the written consent of the other party hereto, 

divulge to any third party any documents, data, or other 

information furnished directly or indirectly by the other party 

hereto in connection with the Contract, whether such 

information has been furnished prior to, during or following 

completion or termination of the Contract.  Notwithstanding the 

above, the Supplier may furnish to its Subcontractor such 

documents, data, and other information it receives from the 

Purchaser to the extent required for the Subcontractor to 

perform its work under the Contract, in which event the 

Supplier shall obtain from such Subcontractor an undertaking 

of confidentiality similar to that imposed on the Supplier under 

GCC 20. 

 

 20.2. The Purchaser shall not use such documents, data, and other 

information received from the Supplier for any purposes 

unrelated to the contract.  Similarly, the Supplier shall not use 

such documents, data, and other information received from the 

Purchaser for any purpose other than the performance of the 

Contract. 

 

 20.3. The obligation of a party under GCC 20.1 and GCC 20.2 above, 

however, shall not apply to information that: 

 (a) the Purchaser or Supplier need to share with MCC; 

 (b) now or hereafter enters the public domain through no fault 

of that party; 

 (c) can be proven to have been possessed by that party at the 

time of disclosure and which was not previously obtained, 

directly or indirectly, from the other party; or 

 (d) otherwise lawfully becomes available to that party from a 

third party that has no obligation of confidentiality. 

 

 20.4. The above provisions of GCC 20 shall not in any way modify 

any undertaking of confidentiality given by either of the parties 

hereto prior to the date of the Contract in respect of the Supply 

or any part thereof. 

 

 20.5. The provisions of GCC 20 shall survive completion or 
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termination, for whatever reason, of the Contract. 

 

21. Subcontracting 21.1. The Supplier shall notify the Purchaser in writing of all 

subcontracts awarded under the Contract if not already 

specified in the bid. Such notification, in the original bid or 

later shall not relieve the Supplier from any of its obligations, 

duties, responsibilities, or liability under the Contract. 

 

 21.2. Subcontracts shall comply with the provisions of GCC 3 and 

GCC 7. 

 

22. Specifications 

and Standards 

22.1. Technical Specifications and Drawings 

(a) The Goods and Related Services supplied under this 

Contract shall conform to the technical specifications and 

standards mentioned in the Schedule of Requirements and, 

when no applicable standard is mentioned, the standard shall 

be equivalent or superior to the official standards whose 

application is appropriate to the Goodsô country of origin. 

 (b) The Supplier shall be entitled to disclaim responsibility for 

any design, data, drawing, specification or other document, 

or any modification thereof provided or designed by or on 

behalf of the Purchaser, by giving a notice of such 

disclaimer to the Purchaser. 

 (c) Wherever references are made in the Contract to codes and 

standards in accordance with which it shall be executed, the 

edition or the revised version of such codes and standards 

shall be those specified in the Schedule of Requirements. 

During Contract execution, any changes in any such codes 

and standards shall be applied only after approval by the 

Purchaser and shall be treated in accordance with GCC 32. 

 

23. Packing and 

Documents 

23.1. The Supplier shall provide such packing of the Goods as is 

required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit 

to their final destination, as indicated in the Contract.  During 

transit, the packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without 

limitation, rough handling and exposure to extreme 

temperatures, salt and precipitation, and open storage.  Packing 

case size and weights shall take into consideration, where 

appropriate, the remoteness of the Goodsô final destination and 

the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit. 

 

 23.2. The packing, marking, and documentation within and outside 

the packages shall comply strictly with such special 

requirements as shall be expressly provided for in the Contract, 
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including additional requirements, if any, specified in the SCC, 

and in any other instructions ordered by the Purchaser. 

 

24. Insurance 24.1. The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be fully insuredð 

in United States Dollarsðagainst loss or damage incidental to 

manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage, and 

delivery, in accordance with the applicable Incoterms or in the 

manner specified in the SCC. 

 

25. Transportation  25.1. Responsibility for arranging transportation of the Goods shall 

be in accordance with the specified Incoterms. 

 

26. Inspections 

and Tests 

26.1. The Supplier shall at its own expense and at no cost to the 

Purchaser carry out all such tests and/or inspections of the 

Goods and Related Services as are specified in the SCC. 

 

 26.2. The inspections and tests may be conducted on the premises of 

the Supplier or its Subcontractor, at point of delivery, and/or at 

the Goodsô final destination, or in another place in the 

Purchaserôs Country as specified in the SCC.  Subject to GCC 

26.3, if conducted on the premises of the Supplier or its 

Subcontractor, all reasonable facilities and assistance, including 

access to drawings and production data, shall be furnished to 

the inspectors at no charge to the Purchaser. 

 

 26.3. The Purchaser or its designated representative shall be entitled 

to attend the tests and/or inspections referred to in GCC 26.1, 

provided that the Purchaser bear all of its own costs and 

expenses incurred in connection with such attendance 

including, but not limited to, all traveling and board and 

lodging expenses. 

 

 26.4. Whenever the Supplier is ready to carry out any such test and 

inspection, it shall give a reasonable advance notice, including 

the place and time, to the Purchaser.  The Supplier shall obtain 

from any relevant third party or manufacturer any necessary 

permission or consent to enable the Purchaser or its designated 

representative to attend the test and/or inspection. 

 

 26.5. The Purchaser may require the Supplier to carry out any test 

and/or inspection not required by the Contract but deemed 

necessary to verify that the characteristics and performance of 

the Goods comply with the technical specifications codes and 

standards under the Contract, provided that the Supplierôs 

reasonable costs and expenses incurred in the carrying out of
